Marx’ s Theory of Knowedge

To ome extent , Marx’ s work , as a whole, represents a developed theory of ciety. In a
relatively loose sense, it can only be discerned that his theory of knowledge isin fact the implicit
part of the socid theory. Here, two concepts need to be clarified:* ideology” and* reification” .

In termsof the thread of time, Marx’ stheory of knowledge can be analyzed by three differ-
ent stages regectively. In Economic and Philosophical manuscripts,Marx expatiated the aien-
ation of human consciousness as the result of production process of capitalist society , and the inr-
proper understanding of the aienation by classcal politica economy.

- ideologicd knowledge in future communist ociety. In Cgpita , Marx primarily deas with the
nature of classcal political economy as an ideology , and the generd influence on proletarian conr
siousness of commodity relations under the fetishism.

View of the Cosmos of Yi Wei and the Confluent Tendencies of
Conf ucianism and Taoism in the Han Dynasty

By comparing the concepts, Chinese characters, theories used by both Yiwe (a book mainly
elaborating the corregpondence between the ssasona points and the lines of the hexagramsin the
Book of Change) and Taoism, the author pointsout that the cosmic outlook dwellingin Yiwe de-
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rivesfrom that of Taoism. Moreover , the pagper holds that the reasonfor Yiwe to accept the cos
mic outlook of Teaoism is that , on one hand, it resulted from the influences of the philosophical
school of the Yellow Emperor and Laozi (a school belonging to Taoism) in different styles during
different periods;on the other hand, it met the demands for Confucian doctrine to perfect itsdf.
Asto The Book of Change concerned, Yiwei’ scosmic outlook was &fected by the learning’ stra
dition. Finaly, the paper anadyzed the merging tendency of Confucianism and Taoism in the Han
Dynasty , pointing out that Yiwe adopted thought of Taoism into Confucianism played an impor-
tant role for the merger for the two schools. Without the merger of the thoughts of Taoism and
The Book of Change, aswell as Yiwei , there would not emerge Xuanxue (a metgphyscal school
to integrate Taoism with Confucian doctrine) in the Wei and Jin dynasties.

It should
be Max Scheler’ sreative thoughtsin ethics and phenomenology from the standpoint of phenome-
nology that can best embody this shorter distance directly. Totaly speaking, even if there is no
relationship of complete adequacy between Mu Zong - san and phenomenology , there is absolutely
no relationship of radical opposdtion. It is moreprobable that there are variousposgbilitiesof mu-
tua communication and supplement.
