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Abstract: Basing on Jing Fang’s commentaries on Y7, this paper expounded the contradiction
and rotation between Yin and Yang in Jing Fang's I Ching learning, pointing out that Jing
Fang constructed a rotating and three-dimensional diagram containing Y7n and Yang in his own
system by the order of the 64 hexagrams arranged in 8 palaces. The structure of nia-jia,
jianhou, j+shuan theories and so on in the system revealed that they were founded according
to the lunar calendar and musical temperament,
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
