The Evolution of Huxiang School’s View of Wang Dao and Ba Dao:
Centered on Mencius’ Five Hegemons Borrow Benevolence

Abstract: The core innovation of the view of Wang Dao and Ba Dao of Huxiang school is that it puts forward the
idea of turning Ba into Wang based on the creative interpretation of the “Five Hegemons borrow benevolence” of
Mencius. Hu Anguo thought that the hegemon who has borrowed benevolence long and not returned would really
has benevolence, thus can become a Wangzhe(King). Hu Yin corresponded “long borrow” to “and some by strenuous
effort” of Zhongyong to provide more classic resources to bridge Wang and Ba. Although Hu Hong denied that the
hegemon can become a king by means of keeping borrow benevolence, he thought the hegemon’s “borrow ren” is
the core of Ba Dao , thus put Ba Dao in the sequence of good politics, and his view of rational and desire provided
a solid foundation for this. Zhang Shi skipped Hu Hong and argued that the hegemon borrowed benevolence long
and not returned would really has benevolence based on the idea of internal and external induction and mutual
stimulation of knowledge and action, but was finally persuaded by Zhu Xi to abandon this theory. The view of Wang
Dao and Ba Dao of Huxiang school had an important impact on that time and later generations.

Abstract: “Rather have stolen minister than who amass fortunes” is a famous saying in the Confucian classic
Daxue which criticizes the plunder of people’s wealth. Daxue pays much attention to the nature and distribution of
wealth, and discusses the moral attribute of wealth. Daxue holds that morality is the foundation and wealth is the
end, and the state should not take wealth as interests, but should educate people with benevolence and righteousness,
and amassing fortunes to damage benevolence and righteousness which is far more dangerous than theft. In the
economic thought of the early Confucianism, it advocated that the state should accumulate wealth among the people,
and opposed the economic behavior of amassing wealth. The Pre-Qin Confucianism proposed a trilogy of state
governance of “Population growth, rich and educated”, advocating low taxation, thin taxation and protection of
industry and commerce. The pre-Qin Confucianists firmly opposed the amassing fortunes, believed that enriching country
and enriching people are unified, only by enriching the people first can achieve to enrich country. After Confucianism
became the dominant official thought in the Western Han Dynasty, the economic thought advocated by Confucianism
also gained the mainstream position of discourse power. Later Confucian scholars often cited “rather have stolen minister
than who amass fortunes” in the Daxue, and “rather have stolen minister than who amass fortunes” as the slogan and
declaration of the Confucian school against competing with the people. It reflects the Confucian denunciation of the
economic behavior of amassing wealth, and is also the ideological weapon of the Confucians against the financial and
economic officials amassing wealth and plundering for the interests from the people.
